1.  Judge Page called the meeting to order at 9:00 A.M. and noted that the agenda was properly filed and posted at 3:20 PM, March 17, 2022. 30.  Approval Filling Sergeant Position with Trinity County Sherriff’s Office above Starting Pay but within the Salary Range was made by a motion from Commissioner Park and seconded by Commissioner Smith. Motion carried.
